TRUST APPOINTS NEW CHIEF EXECUTIVE
Ron Calvert has been appointed Chief Executive, Doncaster & Bassetlaw Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust, and will take up the appointment on 1 September. He is currently Chief Executive, Trafford Healthcare NHS Trust. Ron succeeds substantive Chief Executive, Nigel Clifton, who passed away in August 2010, and Interim Chief Executive, Peter Reading.

Commenting on his appointment, Ron said: “I am delighted to be joining Doncaster & Bassetlaw Hospitals Foundation Trust as Chief Executive.  

“These are challenging times across the NHS, but I am confident that I will be well supported by the workforce at DBH so that we can build upon the good work which has already been established at the Trust.”

Ron has held a number of senior management and executive posts in hospitals across England. In his current post, which he took up in January 2009, Ron has been responsible for turning round a challenged Trust and developing proposals for a new integrated care organisation. The Trust had financial problems built up over a number of years but, under Ron’s leadership, won the Dr Foster ‘Medium Sized Hospital of the Year’ award in 2009. Other achievements have been elimination of MRSA bacteraemia (with zero blood-borne infections in the last two years), and meeting national clinical targets.

Chairman Chris Scholey welcomed Ron’s appointment: “We have run a rigorous recruitment process, led by the NHS Top Leaders Programme. Non-executive directors and governors have been involved, with the Board of Governors ratifying the recommended candidate at yesterday’s Board of Governors’ meeting. I welcome Ron to the Trust and we all look forward to working with him.”
Ron began his NHS management career in Hull. He holds an MBA from Newcastle University and a BSc in Zoology from Newcastle and is a former semi-professional squash player. He is married with two children and enjoys listening to music and watching films. He is also a keen golfer.

Notes to the Editor

Doncaster & Bassetlaw Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust aims to provide local, sustainable, excellent services. It provides a range of acute medical services at three hospitals (Bassetlaw Hospital in Worksop, Doncaster Royal Infirmary, and Montagu Hospital, Mexborough) and in a number of community locations. In addition, outpatient services are provided at Retford Hospital, and rehabilitation services for older people at Tickhill Road Hospital, Doncaster. The Trust serves a population of over 410,000 people in the areas covered by Doncaster Metropolitan Borough Council and Bassetlaw District Council, as well as from parts of North Derbyshire, Barnsley, Rotherham, and north-west Lincolnshire. It employs on average 5237 staff. 

In 2009/10, there were over 77,045 emergency attendances, including both A&E patients and medical emergencies, over 97,425 new outpatients were referred, and over 50,529 inpatients were treated and discharged. 

In this year’s new ratings by the Care Quality Commission, the Trust was classified as Excellent for Quality of services and Good for Use of resources. It maintained a Good patient environment rating for each hospital site in 2010. 

The Trust was approved as one of the first 10 NHS foundation trusts in March 2004 after receiving the top-rated three stars in the NHS Performance Ratings for five years. It also won the Top40 Hospitals Award for seven years.
