WORK has commenced on a new £4.4million scheme to redevelop the oncology haematology and rheumatology wards at the Diana, Princess of Wales Hospital in Grimsby.

The work will be completed in phases and will begin on the sites of the old D2 and D1 wards - which were used by mental health before it moved away from the site two years ago, and the rheumatology department for inpatient services.

Phase One will be the development of Ward A1 Inpatients and Day Case Suite. This will comprise of:

· 8 single rooms with en-suite facilities - all built to aid privacy and dignity for patients

· One two bedded room with en-suite facilities

· And two four-bedded bays

The bays will have shower and toilet rooms opposite for the use of patients occupying these rooms

The oncology/haematology day case suite will provide an area of 16 chairs and five beds and one cubicle with en-suite facilities. The suite will allow the patient to have more privacy with adequate space between chairs. The nurse station and clinical preparation area are located centrally in the suite to allow the nursing staff to have good visibility of patients whilst they are having their treatment.

Phase One is expected to be completed in November 2011.

Phase Two - which will commence after the completion of the first phase, will see the refurbishment of the old D1 inpatient area. This will create two four-bedded bays with shower rooms opposite for the use of patients occupying these areas and one single bed room with en-suite facilities. This will adjoin the area created in Phase One - effectively creating one inpatient area. The D1 daycase area will comprise of seven chairs and one bed. 

Debbie Tansley, manager of A1 and Macmillan Suite, said: “The refurbishment will almost triple the size of the current Macmillan Suite - eventually being able to treat up to 22 patients - and facilities will include reclining electric chairs and beds designed for those patients needing a little extra support.

“The new daycase facility will promote patient privacy and dignity, whilst also encouraging a friendly and relaxed atmosphere for patients.

“The staff are extremely excited with regards to the new build - and it will provide patients with a modern and relaxed environment with up to date facilities, and also provide a garden area for patients - a luxury we do not currently have.”
Acting Ward Manager of Ward D1, Sally Gower said "The new look ward will allow us to accommodate more day cases as the treatments and management of rheumatological patients change. We look forward to the work being completed and continuing the high quality work we endeavour to provide.”

Debbie Tansley added: “It is important to say that over the past five to six years we have received so many donations from patients we have cared for - and money from fundraising - and the generosity of the public has been overwhelming. It will be fantastic to utilise this money for the benefit of our patients and we thank everyone for their support.”

The Trust apologises to anyone affected by the work during this period, but is confident that this will improve services for those needing treatment for the different conditions treated in these areas.
