TOP TEAMS TAKING SHAPE AT CORNWALL AND ISLES OF SCILLY’S CLINICAL COMMISSIONING GROUP

A raft of new appointments has been made to Kernow Clinical Commissioning Group, the shadow organisation that will take over the bulk of the Primary Care Trust’s commissioning responsibilities next Spring.

Two more directors have been announced along with three of four non-executive directors, as it builds its governing body. And all but one of the governing GPs have now been appointed to lead the clinical decision-making, with the representative from the east to be decided through election.

Joining managing director Joy Youart and Chief Finance Officer Barbara Gregory in the executive are Natalie Jones and Andrew Abbott.

Natalie currently works for NHS Cornwall and Isles of Scilly as its Deputy Director of Professional Practice and Governance. A member of the nursing profession, she becomes Director of Clinical and Corporate Affairs. Andrew Abbott joins as Director of Operations. He has been working with Kernow CCG to assist the authorisation process and has had a lengthy career working in and with the NHS.

 

The three non-executives are: Maggie Scott, formerly nurse consultant in stroke for the Primary Care Trust, who will be its nurse lead; Chris Blong, who joins as governance and audit lead and vice-chair and Barbara Pendleton will lead on patient and public involvement. KCCG hopes to announce the final member - the secondary care lead - shortly.

Mr Blong, from Bude, is a lay member who spent 30 years as an officer in the Armed Forces. He retired as a Senior Brigadier in the Army but continued his service career managing defence-level logistic and life support capabilities. During his career, he worked collaboratively with the defence medical community and currently acts as a volunteer coach and mentor to former personnel.

Barbara Pendleton, the second lay member, is well known locally for her community work as a facilitator with LINk Cornwall. She has held various directorships with community groups and also served as Chair of the North Cornwall Citizens Advice Bureau and a board member of the East Cornwall CAB Initiative, a scheme for training new advisors.
Joy Youart, Managing Director designate, said: “I am delighted with the strength and wealth of experience we have recruited to support the governing body in commissioning NHS services on behalf of local people.

“As leadership of our organisation comes together, so we become more ready to take on our future responsibilities from next April when we take over full accountability from the Primary Care Trust in delivering high quality community, mental health and acute care NHS services locally.”
